What is?

RSES = Refrigeration Service Engineers Society, a national organization that meets monthly to train service techs in a variety subjects, i.e. motors, refrigerants, Ice-O-Matic, more.  Includes multi-level certification program for techs.
NATE = National Association of Technician Excellence.   National group that provides technician certification.

Clark County HVAC Card =  On October 1, 2010 Clark County, NV has put into law a requirement that you will have to have taken (and passed) the ICC Journeyman HVAC Residential and Light Frame Construction exam (EXAM ID: 459) and carry the card if you intend to work on HVAC tract or on HVAC custom home new construction.   The exam is an open book test made up of 60 questions.  You are allowed 2 1/2 hours to complete the test.  Card is for County only.  Not adopted in Cities of Las Vegas, North Las Vegas, Henderson or Boulder City.

Clark County Commercial HVAC Card =  In development.  Roll-out date not announced.
You do not have to be a member to attend or help on a SNARSCA committee or project.  All are invited to attend.
