2007 Mechanics Lien Law, Prompt Pay Laws & Lien Law News
The SNARSCA Board of Directors has asked Richard L. Peel, Esq., managing partner at Peel Brimley LLP to speak on the changes made during the 2005 session of the legislature that help strengthen lien laws for subcontractors.
Mechanic Liens can be a powerful tool to motivate slow, late or never pays into cutting a check for your services.  More importantly, the law is written so that a contractor can get everything that is owed to him (up to the legal limit) plus any attorney fees, interest etc.
Mr. Peel is also an authority on Nevada’s Prompt Pay Laws, and Nevada’s Right to Stop Work Statue.  We have asked him to include these issues as well as any issue or question you might have on these topics.
